The cage continued
for long two years in the court and just only
on last I9th June, I96I, the complairant
party unconditionally withdrew the case being
afraid of loosing the same in the court. In
conneotion with the recent language movement
I had been detained by the police on I8th
Yay, Just before the date of tiring,'although.
I had sharp difference with the organisers
of the movement (mostly P.S.P & Congress) on
policy matters, Lt TR e AL
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It is interesting to note here that both
cangream Parishad & Congress jointly acted
and they persuaded the police to arrest me,
although, I was never connected with the
